Documents and Materials to Support Instruction of the PWCS Elementary Mathematics Curriculum
The PWCS Elementary Mathematics Program includes several useful documents for teachers. All of these were revised and/or created by Teacher Focus Groups for each grade level. The documents are located on the Mathematics Web site www.pwcsmath.com. 

· Curriculum Mapping Document

The PWCS Mathematics Curriculum Mapping Document includes all of the information from the Virginia Curriculum Framework. It lists the Essential Questions and Essential Understandings for students. It also contains teacher notes that explain the objectives in greater detail and provide mathematical background information. Resources are listed for teachers looking for additional lessons and activities and for further professional study.
· Recommended Yearly Pacing Guide 

The Pacing Guide provides the year at a glance, showing the number of days and dates suggested for each instructional unit. It outlines the unit and indicates the Standards of Learning to be taught.
· Recommended Yearly Planning Calendar 

The planning calendar shows the suggested daily sequence based on the PWCS Pacing Guide. Teachers may need to make adjustments based on their specific needs. However, it is critical that teachers stay as close as possible to the pacing guidelines in order to ensure that they teach all objectives prior to the end of the year.
· Unit Guides (new this year)
Unit guides provide detailed instructional support for each unit outlined on the Pacing Guide. In addition to the Standards of Learning addressed in each unit, other information teachers will find include:

Attached to each Unit Guide are the related curriculum mapping pages, calendar pages, and supplemental lessons. 
Instructional Materials:
· Investigations in Number, Data, and Space (adopted textbook series K-5)

Textbook materials provided to all teachers include the Teacher Units and a Resource binder. In this binder are masters of assessments and other instructional worksheets, transparencies, and a CD with software for students. Classroom sets of manipulatives needed to support instruction are also provided to each teacher.
· Traditional materials

2008 Scott Foresman-Addison Wesley Practice Masters and the 2008 Scott Foresman-Addison Wesley Enrichment Masters have been provided to every K-5 classroom teacher. Teacher Focus Groups correlated each of these pages to the Virginia Standards of Learning and referenced them on the unit guides for additional practice or enrichment to support each unit. 
· Supplemental lessons and other resources
Teachers are provided supplemental lessons from various sources, such as the Virginia Department of Education, to support the curriculum where needed. Supplemental lessons are referenced on pacing guides, planning calendars, and unit guides in places where supplements are needed to meet the Virginia Standards of Learning. These lessons are included with the printed versions of the unit guides that teachers receive. Other materials, such as the Fundamentals series and Super Source lessons, are available in every school. All of these resources have been correlated by the Teacher Focus Groups to the Virginia SOLs and to the appropriate instructional unit. Teachers also have access to all resources available on the Pearson SuccessNet Web site, including resources in Spanish, additional supplemental lessons correlated to the Virginia SOLs, and SuccessTracker, an on-line assessment tool.

· Student Materials

Every student has a consumable Investigations Student Activity Book of class work, homework and additional practice pages. In addition, each student has a hard cover Student Math Handbook that should travel between home and school for reference. The Student Math Handbook also has directions for all games used in class to practice or reinforce skills in an engaging manner.
