Are we allowing Investigations to put our children behind?

The primary pieces of evidence being used to support this contention are the Singapore Math placement tests linked from the PWCTeach Math Right website
.  Singapore Math Placement Tests
 bear little resemblance to the Virginia SOL Tests
 for corresponding grades. More than 80% of the items on the Second Grade test are not in the Virginia curriculum.  Comparison of the Virginia SOL objectives
 to the Singapore Math objectives
 for grades 1-5 confirms that there is a very low rate of correspondence.  National Assessment of Educational Progress test results
 support the fact that the Virginia Standards of Learning are not “behind” other state standards.  Parents are being unduly alarmed by using the Singapore Math tests as a metric for their child’s level of achievement.  Investigations will not put the children behind.  The Virginia Standards of Learning will still guide what is taught, and supplements are being provided, as necessary.
