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Prince William County Regulation 602-1 describes the organization of the instructional day. Mathematics is allotted a minimum of 45 minutes in grade K.
The activities described in the “Classroom Routines” section of each investigation are critical elements of mathematics instruction. Described fully in the Implementing Investigations in Kindergarten booklet, they provide essential practice and maintenance of key concepts and skills.
