Questions from Elementary Principals and Lead Teachers





Q.  Should administrators attend one of the summer training sessions or will it be repetitive with our previous training?


A.   Administrators are welcome to attend any of our training sessions either in part or in their entirety. Some administrators have attended the one-day summer sessions. In these, teachers work with the first two books and really get their hands into the materials and see how to support student learning of mathematics. It is always good for principals to hear and see what the teachers are hearing so they can better answer questions or concerns that may come up.
