Questions from Elementary Principals and Lead Teachers


Q.  Some of my teachers had trouble registering for the summer training and were placed on waiting lists. What should they do?


A.   We have carefully examined all the registration numbers for summer sessions and have opened up additional sessions where waiting lists were high. Doing so resolved this issue for almost all teachers. Some teachers are now registered for more than one session. They need to drop from the session(s) they will not be attending to free up space for others. We have canceled all sessions on July 13 and 26 and a kindergarten session on July 27th due to low enrollment. Further adjustments will be made as soon as we are relatively sure that all teachers are signed up for a session.





Q.  Is there a reason why some of my teachers are able to print their certificates for the May training and others cannot?


A.   Everyone who attended in May, turned in their information sheet at the end of the day, and who registered by the deadline has been recorded as attended and should have already received an e-mail stating that they will need to complete an online evaluation prior to being able to print their certificate. The attendance for some teachers who did not turn in their information sheet at the end of the day is still pending. Teachers missing less than 30 minutes of the inservice will receive the full 6 hours of credit for attending. Those who missed more than 30 minutes will receive hours based on the amount of time they were present. 





Q.   I have a teacher who did not register for May 1 – 4 before the deadline. Will she receive credit for the inservice? 


A.   Only teachers who register will have a record of their credits. The registration will be reopened for a brief period for those teachers who have not registered. Principals and lead teachers will be notified when this occurs. Attendance cannot be marked while the registration is open; therefore, it will have to be closed again to record the attendance for these teachers. (While it is reopened for registration, teachers will be unable to print certificates). 
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Reimbursement requests for substitutes for any of the Investigations inservices need to be turned into the Math Office as soon as possible.  We are processing the ones we have already received.





Principals and bookkeepers received a letter this week notifying them of the amount of money that will be transferred from central office to their school budget. This money is allocated for manipulative kits for each K -2 teacher , one set for each grade level for ESOL, and a set of each for Special Education teachers.
